May 10, 2009 
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 The Gospel and second reading for this Fifth 
Sunday of Easter emphasize the need for us to remain 
in Christ, and he in us.

The transformation of Christian faith-hope in 
the modern age 
16. How could the idea have developed that Jesus's mes-
sage is narrowly individualistic and aimed only at each 
person singly? How did we arrive at this interpretation of 
the “salvation of the soul” as a flight from responsibility 
for the whole, and how did we come to conceive the 
Christian project as a selfish search for salvation which 
rejects the idea of serving others? In order to find an an-
swer to this we must take a look at the foundations of the 
modern age. These appear with particular clarity in the 
thought of Francis Bacon. That a new era emerged—
through the discovery of America and the new technical 
achievements that had made this development possible—
is undeniable. But what is the basis of this new era? It is 
the new correlation of experiment and method that en-
ables man to arrive at an interpretation of nature in con-
formity with its laws and thus finally to achieve “the tri-
umph of art over nature” (victoria cursus artis super 
naturam)[14]. The novelty—according to Bacon's vi-
sion—lies in a new correlation between science and 
praxis. This is also given a theological application: the 
new correlation between science and praxis would mean 
that the dominion over creation —given to man by God 
and lost through original sin—would be reestablished
[15].17. Anyone who reads and reflects on these state-
ments attentively will recognize that a disturbing step has 
been taken: up to that time, the recovery of what man had 
lost through the expulsion from Paradise was expected 
from faith in Jesus Christ: herein lay “redemption”. Now, 
this “redemption”, the restoration of the lost “Paradise” is 
no longer expected from faith, but from the newly discov-
ered link between science and praxis. It is not that faith is 
simply denied; rather it is displaced onto another level—
that of purely private and other-worldly affairs—and at 
the same time it becomes somehow irrelevant for the 
world. This programmatic vision has determined the tra-
jectory of modern times and it also shapes the present-day 
crisis of faith which is essentially a crisis of Christian 
hope. Thus hope too, in Bacon, acquires a new form. Now 
it is called: faith in progress. For Bacon, it is clear that the 
recent spate of discoveries and inventions is just the be-
ginning; through the interplay of science and praxis, to-
tally new discoveries will follow, a totally new world will 
emerge, the kingdom of man[16]. He even put forward a 
vision of foreseeable inventions—including the aeroplane 
and the submarine. As the ideology of progress developed 
further, joy at visible advances in human potential re-
mained a continuing confirmation of faith in progress as 
such.
