Thus Biblical hope in the Kingdom of Goc

has been displaced by hope in the kingdom of man, t

hope of a better world which would be the real “Kingdom

of God". This seemed at last to be the great and tiealis

hope that man needs. It was capable of galvanizing—tfor

time—all man's energies. The great objective seemeq
worthy of full commitment. In the course of time, how-
ever, it has become clear that this hope is constestly

ceding. Above all it has become apparent that this may &

a hope for a future generation, but not for me.
And however much “for all” may be part of the great

concern me personally is not a real hope. It has also
come clear that this hope is opposed to freedom, since
human affairs depend in each generation on the free

sions of those concerned. If this freedom were to be take

away, as a result of certain conditions or structures th
ultimately this world would not be good, since a world
without freedom can by no means be a good world.

Hence, while we must always be committed to the im:
provement of the world, tomorrow's better world cann
be the proper and sufficient content of our hope.
